12. Hedge (Corner Church Street)  Footpath Bottom Street
The Clerk had written to the occupants of  Corner Farm with regards to the over grown hedge. No reply has been received. The Clerk will now write to Rutland County Council.

The hedge on Bottom Street is blocking the pavement, Cllr. Newsham will consult with the occupants.

There is moss on a lot of the pavements and considerable damage to verges and banks.

Wing Parish Council will ask a member of Rutland County Council’s Highways if they would accompany a member of the Parish Council round the village to see what can be done.

It had been noticed by members of the public that the “Church Street” road sign was in a local garden. This will be investigated.

13. Prince William Initiative for Playing Fields
This is also called the Queen Elizabeth 11 trust and it asks should the playing field be put in this trust to prevent it being built on in later years. A gentleman from the trust would be willing to visit to give more information and advice. The website is fieldsintrust.org. Cllr. Tulloch will investigate further.
