	Clerk and Councillors reports
MF noted that the request had been lodged with Rutland CC for the new street sign to ‘Top Street’ A check will be made on whether they will deliver to the PPC, or erect it themselves.

A notice of an emergency three-week closure of the footpath from the village down to the railway line had been received –  a copy of this notice has been put onto the public board. 

Discussion focussed on the possible causes of this emergency, notwithstanding that there have been problems in this area before, and strong concern was raised that the PC was not given more information on the ‘danger to public health’

It was agreed that the Clerk contact Environmental Health to seek clarification on this danger, and to request clarity on what action is being proposed. 

Detail of a Legal Briefing from NALC had been received on the impending reform of data protection legislation in 2018. MF will circulate with some comment.

Detail of a Local Government Boundary Commission review had been received into a review of Rutland county boundaries, with a ten-week consultation period beginning from 27 July 2017. A poster will be placed on the public notice board and more information circulated to Councillors.

A request for information on parish preparations for ‘Winter Maintenance’ had been received. MF will circulate to the PC.

The Clerk was given forms for the PC to apply for Business Rate Relief on behalf of the Village Hall.

The Clerk was asked to write to Rutland CC to commend them on improving the ‘finger post’ at the bottom of Wing Hill.
