3. Communication 

i) The letter 

intended for distribution to residents was sent out by NL to Steering group members for approval and general consensus was approval. Concerns that all areas within the parish be contacted were raised and discussed. JOB confirmed this to be the case except for Wing Grange, Wing Hall and Wing Hollow. ACTION: follow up by NL & MD.

JOB suggested team delivering letter be termed 'Communications Champions' and confirmed members of this team to be JAB, WD and MD

ii) Landowners Map

RT reported no progress although MD has all requisite information ACTION: ongoing (MD)  

It was suggested all landowners should state pecuniary interest in any potential future development for sake of transparency. CD advised no set requirements were in place.

CD has provided contact details for Anglian Water.

iii) Website

JO reported that information deleted from the site can still be accessed and is never lost owing to back-up systems that are in place.

4. Feedback from Historical England Workshop

JAB and JD presented feedback from the Neighbourhood Plan Workshop they attended in Rothwell, which was found to be extremely helpful in giving guidelines for procedure in collecting and analysing relevant data within the Parish, using historical evidence to effect the way forward. JAB outlines 3 'Golden Rules':

a) Proposals should be positive evidence based, quality rather than quantity being key. proposals should be categorised as either essential, beneficial or optional extra. Source of evidence should include local plans and historic Good Practice plans (JAB included links to useful information within her report)

b) Important to engage the community, not inform. This to include residents and businesses and involve working groups beyond the NP Steering Group.

c) Evidence gathered (historical and environmental) should be relevant, again quality above quantity. Protection of heritage should be within the context of development and must be proportionate to the development plan.

A 'Placecheck' used by participants in the workshop was suggested as a useful tool to involve the residents in the process. ACTION: JD to look at progressing this

Following the presentation, the question was raised as to the relevance of the NP, and it's importance to the parish. It was necessary to define 'Development' as involving not only the provision of housing but also the enhancement and improvement of the overall environment, both the physical and spiritual.

CD pointed out that the NP itself was quite narrow and prescriptive, but that it was possible to include additional information as appendices which laid down policies to be applied to future development. HC & RC referred the group to the Hungarton NP they had researched, and confirmed this NP had included many appendices doing just that.

It was agreed the NP is indeed essential to the parish in order for it's residents to have any influence on future planning decisions.  CD expressed his willingness to give another presentation outlining the possibilities of the NP, since the steering group is now in a position to further understand the relevance of his presentation having moved forward in the process and become more aware of the issues.

5. Development of Wing Project Plan

group discussion around draft plan issued by NL, on the areas identified as requiring work, any changes/inclusions and the allocation to each area a team of members of the steering group designated to gather the necessary information:

 I) Strategy:

Objectives: A need to define the important issues and the physical limits to be included in the NP in terms of future development, land use etc. and to estabilish design principles for future development through material consideration of existing landscape and buildings. i.e. a translation of information collection into the making of policies beneficial to the community

ACTION: NL & JDJ

II) Housing:

Objectives: a character assessment of existing buildings, possibly based on a street by street/specific area assessment and illustrating periods of development which could be illustrated through overlays

ACTION: DS, MR, NL and GW

III) Natural and Historic Environment:

To consider the parish in entirety and include sustainable energy. The Maze should figure in this section along with important open spaces.

ACTION: overall JDJ, AH, CG and KS, specifically pathways and bridleways JS and RK

IV) Community Facilities and Amenities:

Can only be addressed following a village questionnaire

Following discussion it was agreed professional help should be sought to advise on best ways to involve the local community and ennable them to put forward their views/needs. A number of possible bodies were put forward, including Community Links, Open House and Locus Consulting. CD to send further possible contacts. Professional input will require funding and there is a need to estimate possible expenditure which can be covered by grant funding (from a potential grant avaialility of up to £9,000)
